Think positive. Learn much as you can. Watch your friends and others signing, interpreting, teaching, or just 
talking, and you'll find clues to your future finesse. 
  
When I can, I like to jot down new signs. For instance, I saw a storyteller using a certain handshape to 
represent a tornado in Nebraska. Next time I had opportunity, I used that sign in my storytelling.  
  
Practice may seem boring, of course. But believe me, it works! Your self-esteem will increase right along 
with your growing skills. Everyone makes mistakes - just learn and move on. Look for related reading material 
and videos. Set challenges for yourself that focus on specific skills. Take every opportunity to observe 
other developing signers and interpreters - or, if you are a working interpreter, to mentor others. Keep 
yourself motivated to continue learning, despite your worries during these difficult economic times. Hang in 
there! Wake up happy each new day, glad to be breathing and to have another day to practice and improve.
