I'd also love 
to have my luggage and briefcase following me, so that I wouldn't have to drag 
them along by hand! I can just imagine having my bags follow me like loyal dogs 
while I hold my pager in both hands, texting happily! 
 
Wouldn't it be great, I thought, if there were a Deaf-Designed airline? It'd be 
awesome to have an airline provide sign-language-fluent flight attendants and 
captioned movies. A hotel room set up just for Deaf people would be a great 
thing, too. No more time-consuming struggles with alarms that have to be 
assembled from hotel kits prepared for hearing people with disabilities. Most of 
the time, now, front-desk-staff in hotels can't manage the most basic 
communication with Deaf consumers. It's time for me to "speak up" about this 
widespread problem. Starting this fall, I'm going to evaluate the hotels I visit. 
Deaf consumers need to make their challenges clear to hotel workers, and request 
devices as needed.
